	Trader Information

	About the Festival

At this stage we are doing everything we can to make sure that we can go ahead with a festival in 2021 in whatever capacity and shape and with whatever guidance is in place for outdoor events and activities at that time from Welsh Government. 

As you may know Welsh Government has recently approved a handful of cultural events to take place in May and June.  Based on all our conversations to date with the relevant parties, we are hopeful we will also get a go ahead, however it is likely that final confirmation will be received very close to the time of the festival. As we all know the situation is fluctuating constantly and though it is difficult to plan ahead we are doing everything we can to make Beyond the Border Storytelling Festival 2021 happen. 

At the moment we are planning for a much smaller festival with a capacity of 500 attending the festival with a few hundred storytellers, staff, crew and volunteers – keeping the overall figure of those on the festival site under 1,000. 

Whatever happens with the live event, we will be delivering a Virtual Festival which will be broadcast from the site with, we hope, a very small audience at Dinefwr as part of that filming experience.  While planning this Virtual event, we very much hope that it will be alongside an actual in person festival.

As you know Beyond the Border moved to its new home of National Trust Dinefwr and since 2019 we have been excited about and planning to share this wonderful and magical new site for the festival with our loyal and new audiences. 

In lockdown BTB has been developing partnerships and projects to make it’s future and the future of storytelling and storytellers stronger than ever. The 2021 festival will be a pivotal year for the event and if we are allowed to proceed we could well be one of very few festivals taking place in Wales in the summer of 2021. We want to take this opportunity to explore our new home at Dinefwr with a smaller audience  and to bring a no less packed programme of storytelling curated by Artistic Director Naomi Wilds on the theme of Reimagining, Reawakening, being delivered on site 2-4 July and online from 27th June – 10th July.  Over the course of the three-day festival at Dinefwr, Carmarthenshire, a programme has been curated of international  (still being brought to the site by the magic of internet) and homegrown talent inspired by the landscape, the history and the future of storytelling and our communities. Beyond the Border 2021 will mix familiar faces and new voices and take the audience on storytelling adventures on a magical journey through its’ new home. 

National Trust Dinefwr and the surrounding area is a microcosm of Welsh heritage and natural history, the only parkland National Nature Reserve (NNR) in Wales and a Site of Special Scientific Interest (SSSI).  
The festival site will all be located at the top of the Mynachdy Field between Dinefwr Castle and Newtown House which means the footfall of passing trade could be significant.  Our plans for 2021 Beyond the Border are for 1,000 on site for the festival for the weekend. These will be a mix of weekend attendees as well as one off day bookers. The audience are lovers of the arts and of storytelling and world music particularly; many of them also have a particular interest in environmental issues. Audiences are a mix of single adult attendees and some family bookers, from the local area, from around South Wales, as well as audiences travelling across from other areas of the UK. 
Due to these reduced numbers from our usual capacity, we will be looking for a very small number of traders to deliver a variable range of options to audiences. 

As we move to our new site and work to build a sustainable future for our festival, and considering the wider impact on the events industry we are very keen to establish long term partnerships with traders who will want to the return to the festival not only because of the business but to be part of Beyond the Border festival into the future. 

Trading Times

The 2021 Festival will take place 2-4 July with the site opening Friday 2nd July at 12PM and closing on Monday 5th July at 12PM

Trading Times will be:
Friday 6PM – 10PM
Saturday 10AM – 10PM
Sunday 10AM – 10PM

A food caterer will also be able to trade from 9AM in the morning to provide breakfasts and until 11PM to provide late night food and drinks.

Who can apply?

Beyond the Border will consider the following

Licensed Bar
Food Stalls – Food and/or drinks for consumption on site
Food stalls -  food items that can be taken away or purchased as gifts
Craft – including those selling goods, or artists/makers selling their own goods
Charity stalls with particular fit to the festival.
Self Contained Pitches
Though at previous festivals and for 2020 we were offering to provide spaces and tents for 2021 we are asking that only traders with self contained units/tents/vans though we will supply electrical hook up and water. 
Risk Management

Along with all the standard safety requirements for trading pitches we will of course have to be reassured that Covid 19 safety procedures are in place and there will be no exemptions from following Welsh Government Guidelines. 

Deposits

We will be asking for deposits this year to confirm the few trading positions we will be offering but they will be refundable if Beyond the Border has to cancel the event.  Beyond the deposit though we are very open to negotiation of either payment for trading pitch and/or percentage splits. We recognise this is a key year for many businesses trying to keep trading.

	Terms and Conditions 

Please note that if you are offered a pitch you will be asked to agree to Traders Terms and Conditions and abide by these and all licensing conditions for the event. These Terms and Conditions will include

	Fees
A deposit of £250 will be required with return of documentation and signed Terms and Conditions to confirm the stall with the remaining Fee payable by June 1st. Fees for selected traders will be negotiated directly. 
Electricity
The site electrician will meet Traders on arrival to arrange mains connection. This will include a brief inspection of equipment, which must be suitably safe. Please indicate what power requirements are needed on the application form. 

Water
Fresh water standpipes are installed locally to the stalls. Please keep the areas around standpipes clear for everybody to use. If additional water supply facilities is required directly to stall, please indicate in the application form.
Hand Wash in Catering Facilities
In line with current regulations provision of suitable hot hand washing facilities in stall is responsibility of stall holder.

Waste
All Traders waste must be bagged and taken to the designated service area. All waste should be cleared prior to leaving site.  

Wastewater tanks are located near to stalls, please ensure that all waste water is deposited in these tanks. 
Grey Waste
NT Dinefwr is an SSSI site and as such traders have responsibility for disposing of grey waste
Gas
All gas canisters must be stored in a secure cabinet located in the production compound and canisters in use must be chained to a secure position so that they cannot fall over. Therefore, ensure that any canisters are labelled with your company name. Gas Certificates for all equipment used on site must be provided. 
Personal Conduct
Beyond The Border is a family event. All persons in attendance, are expected to conduct themselves accordingly. Any persons exhibiting serious or repeated anti-social behaviour will be asked to leave without hesitation. The consumption, possession or supply of illegal and/or controlled substances is not tolerated and will also result in being asked to leave the site. 
Dogs
NT Dinefwr is a working farm which does allow dogs on certain areas of the site. Dogs are allowed on the festival field but must follow NT Dinefwr guidelines of designated areas and dogs must be kept under control at all times.  
Vehicles
Vehicles cannot be moved on the festival site during the opening times of the festival. This will be usually be from one hour before the event and approximately 45 minutes after the event closes to the public. Due to space limitations there is no access behind or adjacent to your stall for storage vehicles. All vehicles must be parked in the designated car park.

Environmental Policy
Traders need to comply to the following;

Beyond the Border has a reusable cups only policy on site. Single-use plastic drinks bottles will not be available to purchase on the festival site. 

Only compostable or reusable plates and cutlery will be available for stalls and traders.

All cans, glass, paper, wood and organic waste collected on site will be separated and processed by our Waste Management Company.  We ask that you help us to achieve zero waste into landfill by thinking carefully about any products that you bring and bin at the festival campsite. 
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
